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The Jaroslav Černi Institute for the Development of Water Resources (JCI) is a notable, leading-edge 
consulting and scientific organization in water sector, not only in the immediate region, but across the 
globe, having successfully implemented large and complex projects in different countries. Highly 
qualified employes (PhD 16, M.Sc. 8, and over 140 with B.Sc.) cover all essential water sector disciplines 
and are involved in JCI’s core activities - water resources management consulting services in the field of 
water use, water protection, and flood and stormwater management. JCI experts have crucial role in 
following activities in Serbia: development of water sector strategic and planning documents, legislative 
background studies and evaluations, expert inputs in drafting of national water related legislation, etc. 
In addition to activities at the national level, JCI is involved in regional projects that implement principles 
of the integrated water resource management.  

 
Experts from JCI are actively involved in EU water directives transposition and implementation in Serbia 

and at the transboundary level. During the last decade they significantly contributed in development of 

the Danube River Basin District Management Plan at the national level, Water Management Strategy for 

the Republic of Serbia, The Danube River Basin Management Plans, Integrated Tisza River Basin 

Management Plan (ICPDR), Sava River Basin Management Plan (Sava Commission), and other strategic 

and planning documents.

– UNESCO II Category center is established at the JCI. JCI has different laboratories (Hydraulics, Soil 

Physics, Water Quality, and Sedimentology), field and lab equipment, extensive databases, a 

documentation and information processing center, and educational and training center, to support all 

activities within its scope. 
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
