In	the	

program	they	did	not	teach	them	just	how	to	go	

on	 a	 self-employment	 path,	 but	 also	 how	 to	

write	 an	 effective	 CV, 	 how	 to	 present	

themselves	 successfully.	 She	 became	 a	 bit	

more	courageous.	After	 that	 she	attended	a	

program	 “Entrepreneurship	 is	 Female”.	 She	

also	learned	how	to	set	up	the	website,	start	the	

promo	campaign	on	FB,	 Instagram.	However,	

she	claims,	the	most	important	is	to	go	among	

the	people	and	show	them,	what	you	are	doing.
