General information 

The joint conference takes place in the City Centre of Prague.  

The first day of the conference (28 May) starts in the restaurant of the Grandium Prague hotel 
with a lunch for the registered participants available from 12:00. The official programme of the 
event opens at 13:00 in the conference room on the first floor. The event, roofed by the PA8 
EUSDR, is focused on the future of competitiveness of the Danube Region in times of regional 
transformation, role of clusters and SMEs.  
 
The second day of the conference (29 May) is held in the Old Town Hall and starts at 9:30. The 
programme of the final conference of the DanuBioValNet project is dedicated to the topics of 
bioeconomy transformation and the project results.

How to reach the venue: 

By plane  
The Vaclav Havel Airport Prague is about 16 km from the city centre.  
From the airport you can take: 

- Airport Express Line (AE) to station “Prague Main Station” (Praha hl. n., a.k.a. the “Hlavní 
nádraží” station)”. Depending on traffic the ride can take 30-45 min. Price is 60 CZK. More 
information is HERE. 

- Public Transport: Bus line 119 to the station “Nádraží Veleslavín”, then change to the 
Metro line A (direction - Depo Hostivař) to the station “Můstek”. The journey takes 35 min. 
Price is 32 CZK. More information is HERE.  

- Taxi: Depending on traffic the ride can take between 30 and 45 minutes. Price approx. 400 
– 600 CZK. More information is HERE.  

- Uber, Taxify and Liftago is available in Prague.  

By train  
The Prague Main Station (Praha hl. n.) is located 1,5 km from the City Centre. You can reach the 
venue (Hotel Grandium Prague) by walk, approx. 5 minutes.   

By car  
Car parks are available in walking distance from the venue. Price is 15 – 30 CZK per hour.

How to reach the venue: 

By plane  

The Vaclav Havel Airport Prague is about 16 km from the city centre.  
From the airport you can take: 

- Airport Express Line (AE) to the station “Prague Main Station” (Praha hl. n., a.k.a. the 
“Hlavní nádraží” station)”. Depending on traffic the ride can take 30-45 min. Price is 60 
CZK. More information is HERE. 

- Public Transport: Bus line 119 to the station “Nádraží Veleslavín”, then change to the 
Metro line A (direction - Depo Hostivař) to the station “Staroměstská”. The journey takes 
33 min. Price is 32 CZK. More information is HERE.  

- Taxi: Depending on traffic the ride can take between 30 and 45 minutes. Price approx. 400 
– 600 CZK. More information is HERE.  

- Uber, Taxify and Liftago is available in Prague.  

By train  
The Prague Main Station (Praha hl. n.) is located 1,5 km from the city centre. You can reach the 
venue (Old Town Hall) by walk, approx. 20 minutes.   

By car  
Car parks are not so near the venue, but they are available in walking distance. Price is 15 – 30 
CZK per hour.
