Anca	 Maria	 Vladoi	 considers	 that	 any	

government	 support	 towards	 business	

development	 is	bene�icial,	however	 she	

admits	 that	without	 the	 support	 of	 her	

family	 she	 wouldn't	 have	 been	 able	 to	

succeed	 in	 this	 �ield.	 According	 to	 her	

statements,	young	people	do	not	receive	

information	regarding	entrepreneurship	

in	 school	 and	 when	 they	 do	 decide	 to	

start	their	own	business	they	do	so	with	a	

handicap.	 Even	 more	 so,	 the	 highly	

bureaucratic	paths	to	access	EU	funds	are	

discouraging	to	many	young	people.
