& Go, play street, 

pedestrianisation, self-
made warning signs

Section Control
Kaisermühlentunnel

Raised plateau at tram 
stop to increase 

accessibility & safety

VMS + 60 kph speed 
limit in crash-prone 

motorway bend

Gate at entry to village, 
temporary 30 kph limit and 

cardboard policeman on 
through road near school

Former high risk section; now 
curb + drainage, chevrons, 

new surface 

Gate at village exit (uphill)

Recurring black spot junction 
(stop signs)

Railway 1-lane underpass 
with electronic warning of 

oncoming traffic 

Surface renewal → increased 
attractivity for motorcyclists

School: triangle road 
markings, on-demand traffic 
lights, 30 kph limit, mobile 

speed display

Roundabout – formerly 
“German-design” Y-junction

School: encounter 
zone – 20 kph

Roundabout - former 
high traffic signalised 

junction on main artery 
(now parallel motorway)

Killer cross-section 12m 
downsized thanks to 

parallel motorway: now 
cycling facilities, crossing 

aids, refuges, buildouts, …
