Research History

A The ruins of Dorticum were first described in the late 17th century by Count Luigi Ferdinan-
do Marsili, who gave a brief description and applied his own sketches of the settlements and
fortresses on the Danube east of Timok. In 1871, the ruins of the castle were visited by Felix
Kanitz, who explained that this was one of the fortifications mentioned by Marsili. At the very
end in the 19th century Dorticum was visited and described by Boris Djakovic in his ,Notes
on the Archeology of Danube Bulgaria®“.

The pottery discovered is Roman red plain red lacquer, gray group,
fine black ceramics with polished ornaments, fragments of late anti-
que amphorae with comb decoration. However, the main part of the
pottery is medieval from the VIII-X century. Many fragments of building
ceramics have been discovered - bricks, tegulas, different sizes of clay
pipes for hypocaust.

A fibula made of bronze, dating from the 2nd century AD, has been in-
ventoried in the fund of the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences. A museum
collection of finds from Dorticum has been created in the school of the
village of Vrav. The necropolis of the castle and the settlement has so far
been documented in a southern and southeastern direction. During the
grouting of the terrain, burial structures were observed, built of teguli
imbrice and bricks, bones, as well as household items and coins.

Novo selo - Archaeological Remains

A kiln for firing ceramics was found here. A tombstone with a Latin
inscription originates from Novo Selo, dating to the first half of the 2nd
century. Tiberius Claudius erected a monument to his late wife. From
there is a famous votive tablet with an image of the Thracian horse-
man, as well as a collective coin find, published by Todor Gerasimov.

It contains staters from King Lysimachus and Thassos tetradrachms
from the 2nd century BC. During his visit to the areq, Boris Djakovic
spoke of a stone tomb found south of the village, and Stancho Vaklinov
reported in his nofes on graves on the road to Florentine, ie southeast
of the village.

The ancient Bononia lays under the modern city of Vi-
din. Some parts of Bononia are covered with modern
building structures, while others could be found in
open (unbuilt) places, e.g., parks.

The existing tourist infrastructure relates mainly to
the Medieval Fortress of Baba Vida and some other
historical buildings from various historical ages, e.g.
Second Bulgarian kingdom, Ottoman Empire, etc. The
Regional Museum of Vidin contains exhibition regar-
ding the Roman heritage. Nevertheless, the Roman
history is still not well presented.

The Ancient city of Bononia is located 200 km northwest from the capital - Sofia, which is
3 and a half hours by car. The nearest airport is Sofia Airport. In normal circumstances, the
public transport is available every day.

Last confirmed discovery at the site (Oct.2020) is the Western Gate of ancient Bononia, the
city’'s main entrance during the Roman Age, dated from 4th-6th century. From this gate star-
ted the “decumanus maximus”, the main street of the city. It crosses today’s entire quarter of

Ratiaria was one of the largest Roman cities outside
the Italian Peninsula and had been very well preser-
ved until 1990-1991 when treasure hunters started rip-
ping it apart. In the 3rd-5thcentury AD, Ratiaria was
the capital of the Late Roman province of Dacia Ri-
pensis.

Because of the scale of the rampant destruction by
treasure hunters in the recent decades, the name of
Ratiaria has become synonymous with the surrender
and alleged complicity of the Bulgarian law enforce-
ment authorities fo the plight of treasure hunting which
plagues archaeological sites all over the country.

The archaeologists who excavated the ruins of Ratiaria during the 2017 digs in September
and October have now announced they have rediscovered the western fortress wall of the
Roman city which they had thought to have been long gone. It had been believed to have
been destroyed during the bulldozing of the ruins by treasure hunting gangs in the 1990s and

Archaeological excavations are focused on a section north of the residence of the provincial
governor of the Roman province of Dacia Ripensis where the researchers have unearthed
Late Antiquity thermae (public baths) and a large residential building, which is still being ex-
cavated.

The treasure hunting plight of Ratiaria (and all of Bulgaria, for that matter) was documented
in a 2009 documentary of Dateline on Australia’s SBS TV entitled “Plundering the Past”. This
film pretty much makes it clear that the looting of Ratiaria keeps taking place on an hourly
basis so announcements about new damages are no news. The overall damage sustained by
the Roman city from modern day treasure hunters can hardly be calculated.

A future open-air museum is designed to cover a territory of about 5 decares to the northwest
of today’s town of Archar; it will stand about 50 meters from the main roads Sofia-Dimovo-
Archar-Vidin and Lom-Archar-Vidin in order to be more easily accessible for Bulgarian and
foreign tourists.

Construction Phases -

0-586 CE /8 Roman and Late Antiquity | The city originated in the second half of the st cen-
tury, in connection with the strengthening of the Lower Danubian Limes and the organization
of the Danube fleet. After the end of the Dacian wars in the beginning of the 2nd century,
Emperor Trajan raised the rank of Ratiariato a colony. This status entitled the city to autonomy
and its inhabitants became Roman citizens with full rights. In the 2nd and 3rd centuries, the
city, which was organized based on the Italic principles, experienced its peak of prosperity. It
turned into a large crafts and trade center. There were workshops for architectural decoration,
sculpture, tombstones, and exquisite gold jewelry. In the 3rd century Ratiaria became the ca-
pital of the province of Dacia Ripensis, with a significant presence of major armies. The city
had one of the empire’s weaponry workshops. Archaeological monuments also testify to the
existence of an impressive arts center. The city of Ratiaria existed until 586 AD when it was
destroyed in a barbarian invasion of the Avars.

The ruins of the Ancient Thracian, Roman, Early Byzantine, medieval Bulgarian, and Ottoman
city of Almus (Artanes) are located in the Kaletata Quarter of today’s Bulgarian Danube town
of Lom.

The Almus Fortress has not been restored even though it harbors great potential as a cultural
tourism site. The fortress walls are made from river stones, and the city had two water pipe-
lines - one made of clay, and another one made of lead. It is believed that Aimus did not deve-
lop crafts because of its proximity to Colonia Ulpia Ratiaria. The necropolis of Almus contains
masonry graves, and sarcophagi.

29 CE /8 Roman and Late Antiquity | The Roman fort and road station of Aimus was built at
the location of an ancient Thracian settlement around 29 AD, while the fortress itself was built
at the beginning of the 2nd century AD, when it was part of the district of the nearby Roman
city and colony Colonia Ulpia Traiana Ratiaria (today’s Archar) in the province of Moesia
Superior.

The ancient fortress and road station Regianum (Regianum, Regiano) is located in the eas-
tern part of Kozloduy, in the area of Magura Piatra. It is mentioned in the Peutinger’'s map
of the Roman Empire (Regianum) and in the work of the anonymous Ravenna author Cosmo-
graphy (Regiano).

Augustae was built as a fortified military camp in the mid-1st century, as the first fortifi-
cation was made of wood and earth. The castle was naturally protected to the south by
the Ogosta River, to the east and north by marshland. Access was possible only from
the western side, where a fortified wall reinforced with a ditch was erected. In the 2nd-
4th century Augustae developed as a Roman and an early Byzantine urban center.
Its condition is awfully bad due to the uncontrollable treasure hunters’ invasions. The
context of the archeological site is completely compromised by the infrastructure of
Kozloduy NPP. More than 30 years ago, the northern fortress wall, towers and gate
were restored. Rescue intervention is needed. However, it remains one of the most
researched and representative sites from the Bulgarian section of the Lower Danube
Limes and deserves future research, restoration, conservation, and socialization.

By the river bank a Roman fortification of quadrangular shape was built, now almost entirely
destroyed by erosion. The fortification with this name is attested in two literary sources (Iti-
nerarium Antonini, 220, 5 and Procopius of Caesarea, De Aedificiis, 1V, 6.), but also by a few
brick stamps, found in other places (Tudor 1960, 343, 28). Unfortunately, no inscriptions or
stamped bricks have yet been discovered at Dolni Vadin, nor have there been any excavati-
ons. The fact that the fortification has a quadrangular shape, with protruding corner towers
outside the enclosure (Skorpil 1905, 469), indicates a late date. The toponym Valeriana reflects
rather a situation from the time of the tetrarchy (Tudor 1960, 349), and thus it is possible that in
the 2nd-3rd centuries the site would have had another name (Pedonianis).

The first bridge of the Ancient Romans between Iron Gates gorge and Danube Delta was
built towards the line of Dolni Vadin (Bulgaria) - Grojdibodu (Romania) ford by Emperor Do-
mitian (81-96) during the Dacian war. The construction was performed in the “opus incertum”
technique. The front surface of this solid facility was lined with large stone blocks.

Nowadays at Dolni Vadin, the entire beach of the Danube between the water and the hill
where the fort lies is used as a fishing spot, when the water is not too high. A road goes down
from Dolni Vadin to the ruins of the bridge, where the beach opens out wide, reminding us
that there used to be a fort here. From this point, the Romanian side can be seen easily and
accessible.

From the vertical splitting of the layers part of the remains of the northern fortress wall are
slipped directly on the riverbank - two fragments in length from 4 to 7 m, thickness 2.5 m and
height more than 1.5 m. Remains of similar walls are also visible high on the loess hill - proba-
bly parts of the southern fortification of the fortress.

At first, the city was called Oescus Triballorum - the city of the
Thracians Tribali, who inhabited the area. Colonia Ulpia Oescus,
given the highest status of a Roman city equal to Rome by emp-
eror Trajan, in the 2nd c. ACE, and carrying his middle name, was
one of the largest and most important ancient Moesian cities,
known for its monumental civil and religious architecture. It was
first mentioned by the Greek geographer Claudius Ptolemy as the
city of the Thracians Tribali. The Roman Legio V Macedonica,
Legio 1V Scythica and Legio I Italica were stationed in Oescus,
as evidenced by archaeology. At the beginning of the 4th century
ACE, during the reign of the Emperor Constantine the Great (306-337 ACE), the city experien-
ced a second heyday and reached an area of 28 ha and a population of 100,000 inhabitants.
Then, the biggest and most famous stone bridge on the Danube was built, opened and conse-
crated by the Emperor himself on July 5, 328 ACE. The bridge linked Oescus with Sucidava to
the north and measured 2.5 km long (1.3 km over the river) by 5.7 m wide, thus became known
as the largest river bridge in ancient times.

The goddess Fortuna was designated as protector of the city and was worshipped in her
temple. There was a temple of the Capitoline Triad (Jupiter, Juno and Minerva) as well.
Crafts, such as production of jewellery, bronze statuettes, metal objects and vessels, glass,
ceramics (terra sigillata, red slip pottery and other), bone articles, efc., were well developed in
Oescus. It had one of the largest sculpture workshops in the region. An aqueduct was deliver-
ing fresh water from springs 20 km away, and a stone wall was constructed to protect the site
from invaders and from the Danube floods.

The exceptional culture of Thracians, who lived in Moesia in antiquity and became part of the
Roman Empire merged into the Roman culture. Some of the discovered Thracian treasures,
such as the Valchitran treasure, the Bohot treasure, the golden cup from Belene, etfc., arise
admiratfion and interest during their numerous visits to prestigious world museums.

The romantic Elia fountain in the town of Nikopol is an amazing piece of
Roman heritage, located at 1 km distance from the river’s bank in the town
of Nikopol, which represents universal values that touch the mind, the heart
and the soul of travelers. It is a Roman sarcophagus with a Latin inscrip-
tion and it contains an epitaph for Elia, who was the wife of a high-ranking
Roman official in Lower Moesia, named Fronton. It was written in the se-
cond century, between 160 - 181 AD, in the times of the Emperor Marcus
Aurelius. The inscription expresses Fronton’s grief for his late wife and tells
the beautiful romantic story, describing the family life and love between
Fronton and Elia, as well as the high values and the moral of a family in
those distant times. The fountain is a lively place, visited by many people
and offers drinkable and curative spring water to the passing by. They read
the epitaph, inscribed on 4 stone plates, installed next to the fountain and
immerse in the atmosphere of an almost 2000 years old story.

The Late Roman fortress of latrus is situated at the mouth of the Yantra River near the village
of Krivina, Ruse region. Yatrus is a deity from Thracian mythology who rules nature elements.
The fortress was researched by Bulgarian-German team between 1958 and 2002 with perio-
dic interruptions. Burials dated to the 4th - 3rd century BC and remnants of settlement dating
from the 3rd century AD were discovered af the site. Five settlement periods of the fortress
dating from the first half of the 4th century AD to the 6th century AD were differentiated. Fortifi-
cation walls with gate and towers, headquarters, streets, barns, barracks, three early Christian
basilicas and a bath were uncovered. A Bulgarian settlement existed there during the 8th -
10th century AD. North of the fortress in 2003-2006 archaeologists investigated a large-scale
Roman military complex for lime production dating from the end of the 1st century AD.

The cognitive, emotional and spiritual Roman city of
Novae was founded as a Roman fort in the 1st cen-
tury AD, on a Thracian Getae settlement, located near
today’s city of Svishtov. It was constructed in order to
protect the empire against invaders from the north and
according to the decree of Emperor Vespasian, Novae had a total area of 44 ha. It stationed
the Legions Augusta of Neron and Legio I Italica of Vespasian, which was one of the three
elite Roman legions, for almost 4 centuries. Novae was a major force in the defense of the
Lower Danube limes against enemies’ invasions, together with other Roman strongholds,
such as Sexaginta Prista (foday’s Ruse), Durostorum (today’s Silistra), and Ratiaria (today’s
Archar). A number of Roman emperors visited the place, when marches to the Caspian doors
and India were under preparation. Novae has been researched for more than 50 years now.
Fortifications, principia, hospital, barracks, episcopal complex, etc., have been revealed, so far.
Novae is known for the long time presence of the Goths. 70,000 of them crossed Danube at

Novae in 250 AD for the first time. With the continuing invasions and settlement in the Balkan
provinces of the Roman Empire, Novae became the residence of the King of the Germanic
Ostrogoths, Theodoric the Great (r. 475-526 AD). The city was his capital for 10 years before
he marched to Ravena in Italy in the 488 AD. The traces of goths in Novae are more than in
the other settlements, which is proved by the recently discovered Goths’ necropolis with 120
graves. Another famous leader of the Goths, Ulphilas/Wulfila (311 - 383), is directly linked to the
history of the antique town of Nicopolis ad Istrum and Novae.

As the spiritual and political leader of the Goths, who lived between Danube and the Balkan
mountain, Wulfilla undertook an extraordinary effort to create a script, adapted to the spoken
Gothic language, consisting of 27 letters, based on Greek and Latin alphabets. Thus, Nikopo-
lis ad Istrum became the birthplace of the Germanic literary tradition. Wulfila, himself, served
as a Christian bishop there until his death in 383 AD.

At present, a unique international festival, called “Eagle on Danube” recreates the lifestyle,
customs, culture, arms and military campaigns of the Roman Empire. Currently, Novae is one
of the places for Europe’s most popular historical reenactment events.

The 2015 edition of the Ancient Roman and Thracian heritage festival features more than 300
reenactors from Italy, France, Poland, Romania and Bulgaria.

of the building.

310 CE /8 Late Antique presidium Sexaginta Prista | At the beginning of the fourth century, a
large building was built, partially overlapping the temple of Apollo. In 2006, it was established
that this was the Principate of Sexaginta Prista. In 2007 its complete plan was revealed and
its chronology was specified. The building has a rectangular shape and is oriented with its
long sides in the northwest - southeast direction. Unfortunately, it turned out that its northeas-
tern part was destroyed by a tunnel from the second half of the 19th century.

400 - 590 CE /8 Remains from the V-VI century | We learn about chronological levels after
the middle of the 5th century only from their excavations in the earlier layers. Such is the early
Byzantine pit (VI century) in square 11 3. It is in the shape of a pitos and destroys two Thracian
pits. It is situated right next to one of the bases for columns in the middle room, which marks
the abandonment of the building or its reconstruction. Fragments of pottery (and combs),
amphora cover, bones, stones, flints, fragments of bricks and tiles, bone handle and coin of
Justinian I(527-565). Two more coins from the 6th century have been found in the bulk layer
from modern times.

At the fortress walls 4 solid triangular and 4 pentagonal towers located
12 metres from each other have been revealed. The wall foundations,

3 m deep and 3.80 to 3.90 m wide, were built of small and medium-si-
zed semi-worked stones and cyclopean blocks arranged in precise
horizontal rows. The binding material was lime, river coarse sand and
crushed building ceramics. Only the northern fortress wall was built
entirely of stone and had no towers.
